Protocol

Where patients request a non-NHS item to be provided, the following procedure will be followed:
1. You will be advised that it is a non-NHS item and a private fee is therefore payable.

2. You will be asked if this is acceptable and to verify that you would like to go ahead with the request.

3. Due to so many patients making requests, the work being done but then not collected and not paid, we now need to ask that payments for these services are made in advance. Once received, the work will be carried out. 
4. Please be aware that documentation can take approximately 7 - 10 working days. 
Do GPs have to do non-NHS work for their patients?
With certain limited exceptions, for example a GP confirming that one of their patients is not fit for jury service, GPs do not have to carry out non-NHS work on behalf of their patients. Whilst GPs will always attempt to assist their patients with the completion of forms, they are not required to do such non-NHS work.

Is it true that the BMA sets fees for non-NHS work?

The British Medical Association (BMA) suggest fees that GPs may charge their patients for non-NHS work (i.e., work not covered under their contract with the NHS) in order to help GPs, set their own professional fees. However, the fees suggested by them are intended for guidance only; they are not recommendations, and a doctor is not obliged to charge the rates they suggest.

Why does it sometimes take my GP a long time to complete my form?

Time spent completing forms and preparing reports takes the GP away from the medical care of his or her patients. GPs have a very heavy workload and paperwork takes up an increasing amount of their time. Our GPs do non-NHS work out of NHS time at evenings or weekends so that NHS patient care does not suffer.

I only need the doctor’s signature – what is the problem?

When a doctor signs a certificate or completes a report, it is a condition of remaining on the Medical Register that they only sign what they know to be true. In order to complete even the simplest of forms, therefore, the doctor might have to check the patient’s ENTIRE medical record. Carelessness or an inaccurate report can have serious consequences for the doctor with the General Medical Council (the doctors’ regulatory body) or even the Police.

If you are a new patient, we may not have your medical records so the doctor must wait for these before completing the form.
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
